Swim with the Sharks  
Take the ul t imate dive in  Epcot ’ s  5 .7-mi l l ion-gal lon aquarium at  
The Seas  with Nemo & Friends  with more than 65 species  of  marine 
l i fe ,  inc luding sharks ,  turt les ,  eagle  rays ,  and diverse  tropical  f i sh .  
With DiveQuest  you become part  of  the show and enjoy guaranteed 
calm seas ,  no current ,  and unl imited v i s ib i l i ty .  Even more fun,  your 
fami ly  and fr iends  can v iew your dive through the aquarium’s  g iant  
acry l ic  windows.  Guests  must  be at  leas t  10 years  of  age and provide 
proof  of  SCUBA cert i f icat ion to  part ic ipate .  $175.  Cal l  407/WDW-

Catch a Wave  
I f  the ocean i s  a  bi t  too int imidat ing,  learn to  “Hang 10” from the 
experts  in  a  safe  and control led environment at  Typhoon Lagoon 
with waves  up to  s ix  feet  and up to  four rounds of  surf ing.  Lessons  
begin before park opening hours  so  guests  must  furnish their  own 
transportat ion to  the park s ince buses  are  not  up and running qui te  
so  ear ly  in  the morning.  Offered Monday,  Tuesday,  Thursday,  and 
Friday for  $150.  Part ic ipants  must  be at  leas t  e ight  years  o ld and 
s trong swimmers .  Maximum of  th ir teen people  per  c lass  wi th 
surfboards  provided.

$275 or  ten for  $325 with bal loons ,  ice  cream, cake,  and a banner 
of fered for  an addi t ional  charge.

Li t t le  pr incesses  and pr inces  dressed in  
a l l  their  f inery enjoy tea in  the Garden View Lounge at  the Grand 
Flor idian with Pr incess  Aurora a long with s ing-a longs ,  s toryte l l ing,  
and a parade,  a l l  for  the pr incely  sum of  $250 (pr ice  for  one chi ld  
and one adul t ) .  Each l i t t le  pr incess  receives  a  t iara and a My Disney 
Gir l  Pr incess  Aurora dol l ;  l i t t le  pr inces  get  a  pr incely  crown and a

Hit the Water  
For  true act ion head to  the Contemporary Resort  where watersk i ing,  
kneeboarding,  wakeboarding,  and tubing are  on of fer  for  $165 per  
hour inc luding boat ,  dr iver ,  and instruct ion (boats  carry  up to  f ive  
guests ) .  Morning guided Personal  Watercraf t  excurs ions  on Bay Lake 
and the Seven Seas  Lagoon or  af ternoon free-s ty l ing Personal  
Watercraf t  fun in a  roped-of f  area the s ize  of  three footbal l  f ie lds  are  
$135 per  hour per  watercraf t  holding up to  three people  with a  
combined weight  under 400 pounds (only  four  personal  watercraf t  
are  a l lowed on the water  at  any one t ime) .  Regular  parasai l ing 
packages  begin at  $95 per  f l ight  for  a  s ingle  and $170 for  a  tandem, 
inc luding e ight  to  ten minutes  in  the a ir  and 450 feet  of  l ine.  
Premium packages  begin at  $130 for  a  s ingle  and $195 for  a  tandem, 
inc luding ten to  twelve minutes  in  the a ir  and 600 feet  of  l ine.  
Part ic ipants  must  weigh at  leas t  a  tota l  o f  130 pounds and no more 
than 330 pounds tota l  weight .

For  the ul t imate in  luxury,  charter  Disney’s  52- foot  Sea Ray Sedan 
Bridge yacht ,  the Grand I ,  moored at  the Grand Flor idian’s  marina,  
per fect  for  pampered VIP guests .  Avai lable  for  a  morning spin,  a  
sunset  cruise ,  or  the ul t imate v iewing locat ion for  the Wishes  
f i reworks  show,  Grand I  inc ludes  your own captain and deckhand 
with room enough for  up to  e ighteen people .  Perhaps  the perfect  
e legant  evening would inc lude a  sunset  gourmet  dinner  onboard 
complete  wi th pr ivate  but ler  serv ice  fo l lowed by champagne whi le  
v iewing the f i reworks  extravaganza.  I f  your party  i s  a  large one 
you’ l l  have to  be content  with appet izers  and dr inks  s ince a  plated 
dinner  i s  avai lable  only  for  three people  or  less .

The 
one-hour event  inc ludes  games,  s toryte l l ing,  sandwiches ,  and apple  
ju ice  “tea” a long with their  very  own photo with their  specia l  hosts .

Anchor at  the 
perfect  v iewing spot  fac ing the Magic  Kingdom or under the 
Internat ional  Gateway Bridge at  Epcot  jus t  minutes  before the 
nightt ime spectacular  begins  and you’ l l  be set .  There’s  nothing qui te  
as  magical  as  the scene over  the g l i s tening water  a long with Disney’s  
bes t  f i reworks  presentat ions .

Angle  for  a  trophy-s ize  catch on Walt  Disney World’s  lakes  and 
canals  onboard a 21- foot  Tracker  pontoon boat  that  f i t s  f ive  people  
or  a  tournament s ty le  Nitro Bass  boat  for  one or  two people .  I t ’ s  the 
perfect  opportuni ty  to  return home with a  good f i sh ta le  about  the 
one that  got  away.  $235 (a f ternoon)  and $270 (morning)  on two-hour 
tr ips ;  $455 for  morning four-hour tr ips .
